The diagram below is an example of how DustScan directional data can be
displayed alongside weather data such as wind speed, direction and rainfall. The
diagram is split into three sections:

e the top chart showing average AAC levels,

¢ the centre chart showing mean wind direction, site direction and elevated

AAC levels by direction, and

e the lower chart showing rainfall and maximum wind speed.
These charts are all shown on a daily basis and are sub divided into monitoring
periods by the vertical lines.
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
